In this way, it should create security for
investors, protect private investors from greenwashing, help companies to become more
climate-friendly, mitigate market fragmentation and help shift investments where they are most
needed.

In order to meet the EU’s climate and energy targets for 2030 and reach the objectives of
the European green deal, it is vital that we direct investments towards sustainable projects and
activities
