
The Carpathian Mountains are a 1,500 km long mountain range across Central and Eastern  
Europe. They stretch through eight countries: Austria, Czechia, Slovakia, Poland, Hungary,  
Ukraine, Serbia, and Romania and cover an area of 190,000 km2. About 36,000 km2,  
representing 19 % of the whole area, are designated areas protected by law. They are home  
to a large variety of plants, animals, and many people. They have also preserved local, 
regional and national traditions, as well as unique habitats such as forests, mountains,  
grasslands and wetlands, which benefit local communities and visitors.The Interreg Centralparks project supports Carpathian protected areas and local communities, 
and works towards a future for the Carpathians, where both nature and people can thrive.
