3. Minutes 

Municipality of Piran organized the open Industrial heritage day called “Creative Istria in Monfort-
KISTRA” with the close collaboration of the Institute for the Protection of Cultural Heritage of Slovenia 
(ZVKDS). The event took place on 12th of September 2020 from 10:00 to 19:00 in the old salt warehouse 
Monfort in Portorož.  
The event was intended for all those who wanted to experience the cultural pulse of the space, which 
has recently become a centre of cultural and creative industries. Visitors were able to walk around the 
creative fair and exhibition, where different illustrations, jewelry and other products were presented 
by local creatives. Visitors were also able to enter the "living room", which provided a variety of cultural 
events with a theatrical performance, musical and other performances. The Center for Creativity, an 
interdisciplinary platform that connects, promotes and supports activities in the field of development 
of the cultural and creative sector in Slovenia, presented its activities. We took care of the educational 
note of the event by presenting the development of the project idea, led by Borut Jerman, vice president 
of PiNE and one of the coordinators of the RUK (Mreža centrov raziskovalnih umetnosti in kulture) 
project, who has many years of experience in project work. The music program was provided by Radio 
NOR. 
Due to limitations aimed at preventing the spread of SARS-CoV-2 there were limitations on the number 
of visitors allowed at the event. We had to obtain special permission and follow all the instructions so 
the organization of the event was really challenging. We estimated that 150 visitors visited the event.

4. Summary 

The restrictions to prevent the spread of SARS-CoV-2 virus make the organization of open industrial heritage 

days a challenge. We had to obtain special permissions and follow all the instructions. We contracted an 

external to take care of the content of the event, communicating with the participants, local creative scene. 

The event was divided in 4 part: 

1. EXHIBITION OF CREATIVE WORKS - exhibition “It is you”, exhibition of other products 

2. CREATIVE FAIR – handmade creative products 

3. LECTURES – 3 presentations: Presentation and support of activities and development of the cultural 

and creative sector in Slovenia; Development of the project idea; presentation of a good practice. 

4. CREATIVE LIVING ROOM – music, dance, theatre performance 

At the event we also distributed the REFREsh promotional materials to the creatives, students, volunteers
